His journey will end in early September when he reaches Cape Spear, Newfoundland, the eastern most point of North America.  Kevin has been raising awareness and donations for Huntington’s disease.  
To date Kevin has ridden over 5809 kms of his 8300 km journey and raised $15,169 towards his goal of $30,000 for Huntington’s Disease.

In his true engineering spirit, Kevin has mounted an android phone to his bike and keeps his GPS tracker on so his website followers can see where he is and how fast he’s moving in real time. This has allowed him to keep statistics like distance traveled, longest one day distance (226 km), top speed (47 m/h), and max cumulative daily vertical ascent (10832 ft).

About Huntington Disease

Huntington’s is an inherited brain disorder that causes cells in specific parts of the brain to die. Huntington disease is a genetic disorder. About one in every 10,000 has HD, but one in every 1,000 are touched by HD whether at risk, as a caregiver, family member or friend. The HD gene is dominant, which means that each child born to a parent with Huntington disease has a 50% chance of sharing the same fate.  The disease leads to complete incapacitation and, eventually, death.  At the moment there are no treatments that will slow down or stop the disease in humans. But hope for a meaningful treatment has never been more real. In recent years, basic research has dramatically increased our knowledge of HD.
